Terms

Depending on the programming of your hearing

system, you may be able to use the telephone coil .

The telephone coil allows inductive signal reception

(e.g.while on the phone). The reception of noise via

the microphone is reduced or suppressed.

The audio adapter is detached from

the instrument by pulling the adaptor

upwards in the direction of the

forefinger.
